Media / Press:  All media personnel should contact the organiser prior to arriving onsite. We ask that the rules and  
  regula1ons are adhered to at all 1mes and that you make yourself aware of exclusion zones. 

  Official media will be required to present their public liability insurance cer1ficate before being   
  issued with a media vest, which must be worn at all 1mes. 

  Photographers are to respect the course at all 1mes and having a media vest does not allow   
  addi1onal access to areas defined as a “Safety Zone” or “B-Zones”.  

  Photographers are not permiFed in any exclusions zones and may be asked to leave if this is not   
  adhered to. 

Tech / Expo Areas:  
  Contact the organiser before August 8th to reserve your space. All gazebos must be    
  securely pegged into the ground. It is traders responsibility to have adequate third party    
  insurance and risk assessments for any gazebos at the venue. In the event of any injury    
  resul?ng from a gazebo that was not secured sufficiently, liability will be with the gazebo owner.

Spectator InformaMon: 
  Spectator safety is of paramount importance at Schwalbe Bri1sh 4X Series 

  Watching a live 4X event is a thrilling experience and there are very few sports where you as a   
  spectator can get this close to the ac1on. Bri1sh Cycling and the series organisers strive to keep all  
  spectators safe from harm but all spectators are responsible for their own personal safety. 

  Here are some pointers to help spectators stay safe while watching a live event: 

▪ Be responsible and keep your own safety in mind 

▪ Always follow and obey marshal’s instruc1ons – there are there to keep you safe and not to 
spoil your fun 

▪ Observe and follow all event signs 

▪ Do not cross or enter taped areas 

▪ Stay within the designated spectator areas 

▪ Do not enter any restricted areas. If you are unsure, please ask a marshal 

▪ Keep off the track and always pay aFen1on 

▪ Keep dogs on a lead at all 1mes 

▪ Do not alter, move or disturb any part of the course 

▪ Children to be accompanied at all 1mes 

▪ Never stand on the outside of a corner or berm 

▪ Stand above the track, rather than below 

▪ Do not abuse alcohol or consume any illegal drugs 

▪ Take you liFer home 

▪ Expect the unexpected 

  Remember:  

▪ Riders may run wide on corners 

▪ Riders may take lines close to the tape 

▪ Riders may overshoot jumps and drops 

▪ Riders occasionally over-es1mate their ability and things go wrong 

▪ Bikes throw up dirt and stones 

▪ Mechanical issues may force a rider to leave the course
